We have joined the Green tourism business scheme.  This scheme will offer guidance and a grading will be given, so our visitors can rest assured that a stay with us will not only benefit them, but the beautiful surroundings that we all enjoy.   We will continue to make wherever possible, improvements that will help us all enjoy a greener future. 

What does this mean?

Energy management and conservation
The Cottages are heated by (A.Rated) gas boilers, with radiators fitted with individual thermostats that will help to control only the amount of heat required in each room.

Most of the lighting has been replaced with energy efficient bulbs where possible.

Electrical items that are not already A-rated will be upgraded to more efficient models when practical. We would like to encourage our guests to consider turning down or off electrical/heating items when not in use, to help conserve energy consumption.  During refurbishment the cottages were double-glazed and insulation placed in the walls, floors and loft areas’ to reduce heat loss.

Water management and consumption

The combination boilers fitted in the cottages only heat the amount of water that 
is being used.  To help reduce our water consumption we have showers fitted in 
the cottages, along with lower water use toilet cisterns, we also collect rainwater 
in butts for garden use.

In our effort to save water, we are seeking to make further improvements where possible, we would also like our guests to consider how they too can reduce water consumption, while still enjoying their stay with us.

Waste management and recycling

We have put in place means of recycling most household materials and would like 
to encourage our guests’ to make use of these wherever possible.

Sustainable purchasing

We only use locally sourced and environmentally friendly products and the use of recycled or FSC paper wherever possible.

Community support

We provide information on local businesses where guests can find a range of products from locally sourced food, to handmade crafts and artwork. 

Transport

By the nature of where our cottages are situated, public transport is limited and some use of a car will be necessary to enjoy the area fully.  We do however provide travel information for those wishing to use public transport, with links on our website and timetables in the cottages.

We are members of the Walkers and Cyclists welcome scheme and offer facilities that cater for our guests who would like to experience our beautiful countryside without the car. We provide information on local walks and bike hire.

Wildlife and culture

We try to encourage wildlife into the cottage gardens and our adjoining field.  We have planted a large amount of native hedging and several trees to help increase the habitat for wildlife, and supply literature for guests to identify these.  We provide information both on our website and in leaflet form in the cottages on local cultural events taking place throughout the year.

Customer information

In establishing our greener approach, we now actively use the internet for most of our advertising and communication, however for any printed work we now try to use recycled paper where we can.  

We have provided in the cottages further information for our guests, should they wish to assist us with our greener approach, while still enjoying their stay with us.
